Heineken helps Tadcaster to
reconnect after major floods
Heineken’s Tadcaster brewery, the
traditional home of John Smith’s ale,
has donated £50,000 to support the
local community after the
devastating floods.

In response to the difficulties faced
by people after the collapse of the
ancient Tadcaster Bridge over the
River Wharfe due to the floods,
Heineken has committed £25,000 to
transport projects that reconnect
the town.

An additional community fund of
£25,000 has also been set up,
donating grants to local community
groups and projects affected by the
floods.

In addition, Heineken has
partnered with Neighbourly.com to
launch the grant fund which will be
open to applications in February.

David Ginley, the Brewery
Manager for Heineken in Tadcaster,
said: “There’s a great sense of
community as people pull together
to support their neighbours.

“The collapse of the bridge in
Tadcaster has left the town divided,
so transport infrastructure is an
obvious priority.

“As a local employer we want to
play our part in helping reconnect
the town.

“We’re talking to people locally to
understand the most pressing issues
and have been clear that we stand
ready to support transport and
community projects in Tadcaster
with both manpower and funds.”
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Red Stripe lager is added to
Heineken’s beer portfolio
Following a global deal with Diageo,
Heineken has taken control of Red

Stripe.

The Jamaican lager will join
Heineken’s premium range of beers
in the UK which includes Heineken,
Desperados, Tiger, Sol and Birra
Moretti.

David Forde, MD of Heineken UK,
said: “We are hugely excited about
Red Stripe joining our premium beer
portfolio.

“The beer has a rich heritage -
from its links with music through
the decades, to its famous cans and
stubby bottle.

“Red Stripe brings with it a wealth
of opportunities for our customers
which we will support through
brand investment and innovation.”

The 4.7% ABV lager was first
produced in 1938 and is one of the
most recognisable brands hailing
from the Caribbean.

Record apple harvest for
Strongbow and Bulmers
The makers of Strongbow and
Bulmers cider are toasting a record-
breaking apple harvest which saw
nearly two billion apples harvested.
Heineken, who use around 30 per
cent of all the apples grown in the
UK for their ciders, harvested and
milled over 128,000 tonnes of

apples in 2015 at their mill in
Ledbury, Herefordshire.
The record is thanks to the

hundreds of farmers who work at
the 10,000 acres of orchards
Heineken source their apples from.

Alexander Brinkerink, cider plant
manager for Heineken, said: “Our
cider is down to the dedication and
commitment of the hundreds of
farmers who nurture, grow and
harvest the bittersweet apples we
need for the distinctive taste of
Strongbow and Bulmers.”

If placed on top of one another,
the two billion apples would reach
the International Space Station and
back 100 times.

Members of Carcroft Village Working Mens
Club are mourning club colleague Flight
Lieutenant (Retired) Eric Clarke who passed
away at the age of 102 in November 2015.

Eric was the oldest survivor of 49
Squadron, Bomber Command and possibly
the oldest known survivor of Bomber
Command.

Eric joined the Royal Air Force in August
1941 and served until February 1946. He
was airborne 228 times, involving 162 hours
in daylight and 176 hours at night, starting
out as a wireless operator and air gunner
before earning promotion.

This was at a time when the average
lifespan of bomber crew was just seven to
eight weeks with Bomber Command
suffering a higher casualty rate than any
other part of the British military during the
Second World War.

During the latter years of the war, Eric

became an instructor and following his
demobbing, began a career in local
government in Doncaster, rising from the
rank of temporary clerk up to the post of
Deputy Chief Financial & Rating Officer, a
post which he retired from in 1978.

He was a member of the Bomber
Command Association and was involved in
the RAF Association for 70 years, regularly
meeting up with his former comrades at
reunions and service events across the
country.

In 2013, as part of the celebrations to
mark his 100th Birthday, Eric took to the
skies again, becoming the oldest person to
fly with the Waddington Flying Club, based
at RAF Waddington, as he flew in a Cessna
172.

Air Cadets lined the street with their
squadron flags aloft as Eric’s coffin was
driven to its final resting place.

New guidelines issued on alcohol units

The UK Chief Medical Officers have
changed the alcohol guidelines for men.
They say men should not drink more than
14 units of alcohol each week, the same level
as for women.

The previous guidelines were 21 units for
men and 14 units for women per week. An
additional recommendation is not to ‘save
up’ the 14 units for one or two days, but to
spread them over three or more days.

Responding to the UK Chief Medical
Officers Alcohol Guidelines Review, Henry

Ashworth, Chief Executive of drinks
industry body Portman Group, said:

“The vast majority of us — more than four
in five adults — drink within the current
lower risk guidelines.

“What is surprising is that the UK is
breaking with established international
precedent by recommending the same
guidelines for men and women.

“It means that UK men are now being
advised to drink significantly less than their
European counterparts.”

Blakelaw & District Social Club in Newcastle
upon Tyne is a real hub of the local
community and open to all, regardless of
their age or interests.

The club has long been renowned for its
warm welcome, community spirit and
astute financial management at a regional
level as one of the North East’s top clubs but
has now achieved further recognition on the
national stage.

At Club Mirror magazine’s 2015 Club
Awards, which took place in Manchester in
November of last year, Blakelaw & District
SC was named joint winner in the
prestigious ‘Traditional Club of the Year’
category.

“It was a fantastic achievement for the club
to see all the hard work that has been put in

by members for so many years rewarded,”
says Club Secretary Alan Campbell.

“Our members are great and they’re the
ones who make the club what it is and who
should be proud of how well the club is
doing. Our members love the club and go
out of their way to support their Committee
and their club.”

Founded in 1969, the club’s current
standing is all the more remarkable when
you consider that in 2008 it faced a dire
financial situation with a massive £500,000
of debts to pay off and premises in desperate
need of refurbishment.

But at that lowest of ebbs, a new
Committee came on board and transformed
the fortunes of the club, seeking out expert
advice from the then Northumberland
Branch Secretary Tom Satterthwaite and
now retired Union General Secretary Kevin

Smyth.

“It took a lot of hard work on the part of
the Committee and members but we’ve
never looked back since with the result that
the club has cleared those debts and is now
in a position of great financial strength,” says
Alan.

“We now have significant assets, including
owning outright a total of eight houses in
the area, which we rent out as affordable
properties for local people.”

At the same time, the look of the club has
also been transformed with recent
refurbishments of the bar and downstairs
lounge giving the club the ‘wow’ factor and
helping to attract new members on a
continual basis.

“We’ve worked hard to ensure that the
club is a clean and safe place at the heart of
the community, and we put a lot back into
the local scene, sponsoring football teams
and raising money for charities,” says Alan.

“We're particularly close to one local
cancer charity and stage a number of events
throughout the year to benefit what is a
fantastic cause.”

As well as running two football teams,
there are men’s and ladies darts teams,
snooker, pool and dominoes teams,
ensuring a busy sporting programme at the
the club throughout the year.

Live entertainment is a mainstay of the
club’s offering with singers and bands
performing every Friday, Saturday and
Sunday.

“Every year we run a Christmas party for
senior citizens with food, drink and
entertainment, including bingo, laid on for
free,” says Alan. “There is also an annual
pensioners trip — again paid for by the club -
which gives people a nice day out.

“We pride ourselves on being a family
club for all the generations and we also run a
Christmas party for local kids every year. We
had a great turnout last year with a DJ on
stage supplying the music and loads of kids
dancing around and playing games. We even
had ‘Rudolf’ on stage entertaining the kids.

“We have no shortage of young people
joining the club as it’s a great, safe
environment where they can come and
enjoy top-notch facilities and have a drink at
the very reasonably priced bar.”

Our club is looking to expand its
wine offering so can you offer
some pointers on how best to go
about this?

Category Manager Louise Boddington and
Master of Wine Jonathan Pedley of Crown
Cellars (the specialist wines and spirits
division of CIU Preferred Supplier Carlsberg
UK), respond:

Variety

The more styles, grape varieties, countries of
origin and price points you cover, the more
members you are likely to appeal to. And
remember, wines your members like may
not be the wines you prefer. Balance your list
Add interest and credibility by offering a few
trendy or unusual choices as an alternative
to the safer choices — Wine of the Month
promotions are a great way to see if these
wines appeal to your members.

Core wines by the glass

Ensure that your core wines are available by
the glass and provide a standard and
premium option for your most popular
varietals. A huge choice of single serve wines
is available if you are worried about wastage.

‘House wines’ and wine brands

Avoid terms such as ‘house wine’ to
encourage members to try a more profitable
choice. And help your list stand out by
including a selection of on-trade exclusive
wines that members won't see in
supermarkets alongside any branded wines.

Make it sparkle

Put sparkling wines at the start of your list.
Prompt impulse purchase with calls to
action e.g. ‘Celebrating? Why not add some
sparkle with...?’ Separate your sparkling
wines from Champagne. Sometimes a
customer can discount a ‘Champagne and
Sparkling’ section because of assumptions
on price linked to Champagne.

Trading up

Give members the opportunity to trade up
when they fancy splashing out. Highlight
more profitable choices with ‘Our favourite,,
‘We recommend’ or Award Winning’ (if
appropriate). And remember that your
members’ eyes will hit the centre of the wine
list first so this is the ideal spot for your
higher margin wines.

Pricing guidance

Make sure your list has a steady progression
in pricing from entry level so it allows your
members to try more expensive wines in
easy steps, encouraging them to trade up to
better quality wines and making the top end
of your list more accessible. Members
drinking at the top end of your list will put
more money on your bottom line and feel
more positive about the experience and the
great value for money that you offer. You can
apply the same logic to wines by the glass,
not just in the range of wines available, but
also in sizing.

Offering a pricing benefit to members
who trade up from 125ml to 175ml or from
175ml to 250ml will be adding value for that
customer. Equally, encouraging trade up
from glass to bottle when individuals in a
group choose the same wine will also make
your members feel like they are getting great
value from you — after all, you are showing
them a way to save money when a bottle is
cheaper than two glasses of the same wine!

The wine list

For more extensive lists, laying out by style
or taste profile rather than colour can be
helpful to members, reducing the risk to
increase likelihood of experimentation and
trading up. Unless you're a specialist and
your members demand it, resist the
temptation to be overly wordy with wine
descriptions. It can be off-putting for
members and increase print costs. Your wine
list should be accessible and on display for

members at all times, not tucked behind the
till on the back bar so members have to ask
for it.
